It is now time to open the windows, 
pull off that winter boat cover and prepare for an exciting and active 2009 season. 
 
Jack Fadden reports that the club and facilities survived the winter quite nicely and he and his staff 
are now hard at work preparing for the start of launch service on April 18th and the Club’s 
commissioning on May 10th.

AROUND THE CLUB 
 
Two New Floats 
 

 
 
Spring is coming and the MYC facility not only 
survived, but improved over the winter. One 
of our aging 60 foot floats has been replaced 
by two 30 foot floats.  A team consisting of 
Tom Walker, Jack Fadden, John Gaythwaite, 
John Fiske and Mory Creighton planned and 

designed the float replacement and contracted 
with Marblehead Marine to build them over 
the winter.   
 
Manchester Yacht Club has 19 floats.  One of 
our largest and oldest float, 60 feet by 16 feet, 
was decaying and loosing buoyancy.  Indeed 
one Father’s Day several member’s feet got 
wet when several gathered at one end of the 
float.    
 
The Executive Committee determined it was 
time to replace that float.  When you come to 
the club there will be two new floats.  They 
are easily identified because the decking runs 
lengthwise and is a different grey. The new 
float decks are made of a synthetic material, 
Trex, which requires little maintenance and 
lasts longer than wood.   The base of the float 
is sturdy triple log construction with 
encapsulated foam floatation.  This one won’t 
sink. 
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Thanks to the team for their good planning 
and design.  Special thanks to Tom Walker 
whose leadership was invaluable to the success 
of the project.

MYC Winter Cruise:  A Home Run 
 

 
MYC Fiji Winter Cruisers say Bula (hello) to our 

fellow club members 
 
Perfect weather, super beaches and reefs, 
interesting cultural and historic visits, a fine 
ship, Fijian hospitality, and good friends made 
for a “home run” cruise.  Tom Johnson, Eva 
Johnson, Ann Noble-Kiley, Chet Shuman, 
Evelyn Shuman, Pam Morss, Mike Morss, Ann 
Devereaux, Andy Devereaux, Anne Walker, 
and Tom Walker traveled to some of the most 
fascinating and lovely islands Fiji has to offer. 
 
We visited a different beach every day.  At the 
final beach, the Blue Lagoon beach, our boat, 
the Fiji Princess, spent the day Med Moored to 
a palm tree on the beach.  We could swim 
from boat or beach and had lunch, cocktails, 
dinner on the beach. The Blue Lagoon is 
where the movie by that name was filmed.  
Our boat was half full with 33 paying 
passengers, nice!  
 

  
 

 
Just about every day we made a cultural or 
historical visit, usually to a school or a village.  
One day we visited the school on isolated 
Rabi Island where the children performed 
traditional Micronesian dances for us.  
Afterwards we danced with them, purchased 
traditional Micronesian handicrafts, and 
interacted with the kids.  Here the Walkers are 
doing the latter two things at the same time. 
 

 
 
The Fiji Princess cruised to the more remote 
Fiji islands well off the beaten tourist track 
with many lovely unoccupied beaches.  Most 
islands didn’t have a resort, a hotel, a 
restaurant or anything resembling tourism 
infrastructure.  We only saw one other ship 
underway the entire week and perhaps two or 
three cruising sail boats underway.  What 
boats we did see were manned by fishermen 
in either small outriggers or small motor 
boats.  The beach beyond this outrigger is 
typical of the islands and beaches we visited.   
 
The Fiji Princess proved excellent for the 
cruise.  Small enough to get into tight spaces 
(she drew 6 feet) and a very stable catamaran 
design for smooth cruising, she had lots of 
open space for sunning, reading, resting, 
eating, and socializing.  The food was great 
and there was lots of it.  The captain and crew 
were very hospitable.  Like most Fijians the 
crew loves to sing and dance.  MYC cruisers 
were frequently up dancing as well.  
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We were able to visit isolated island villages 
from three cultures Polynesian, Micronesian, 
and Melanesian.  At the Polynesian island, 
Kioa, we were welcomed by a small fleet of 

outrigger 
canoes 
paddled by the 
islanders in 
traditional 
costumes.  We 
were invited 
ashore at Kioa 
where the 
islanders 
entertained us 
with 
traditional 
song and 
dance.  Once 

again we joined them in the dance.  Here Mike 
Morss dances with one of the Kioans while 
Pam looks on. 
 
Fiji falls right at the International Date Line 
and we crossed it several times.  Below are the 
Shumans at 180 degrees.   Chet’s at 180 West 
and Evelyn is at 180 East.  Said differently 
she’s in today and he’s in yesterday or he’s in 
today and she’s in the future.  No matter the 
day we had a super cruise and would encourage 
others who have the chance to definitely take 
in the Fiji out islands.

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Performance Handicap Racing Fleet (PHRF) 
or ‘Perrrf’ racing is organized for all off-shore 
boats by providing handicap time over distance 
rating system to score a fleet of dissimilar 
boats.  The Crocker Race is one of the most 
popular cruising canvas events on the North 
Shore each summer.  The Patton Bowl and the 
Fall Series are combination events with both 
cruising canvas and racing divisions.  The 
North Channel Race is headed to Hingham 
this year to win back the trophy we started two 
years ago.  And, the Single-Handed race has 
added a double handed class to expand the 
fleet.  For those who can’t get enough racing, 
MYC is a member of Mass Bay Sailing 
Association, www.massbaysailing.org, which 
coordinates the schedule of most One Design, 
Junior, and Offshore events in Mass Bay.

R C Laser Class 
 

About this time, last year, it was suggested 
that MYC consider implementing a class of 
radio controlled model sail boats. A couple of 
meetings and considerable discussion 
followed, with the result that a class has been 
started. 
 
Some may have seen the two R C Lasers at 
the annual meeting in December. This is the 
boat which has been selected for our new 
class. There were several reasons why this 
boat fit our requirements. It is well suited to 
sailing in salt water and in unprotected areas. 
Many radio controlled boats, such as the CR 
914, which is sailed at Redd’s Pond in 
Marblehead, are quite delicate and are difficult 
to keep water tight. This can be a major 
problem for the onboard electronics if it 
should get wet with salt water! The R C Laser 
is completely sealed and water tight.  
 
A second consideration is the sailing rig. The 
CR 914 has a fully stayed spar with adjustable 
head stay, back stay, halyard, downhaul, 
outhaul and boom vang. It takes considerable 
time and experience to rig the boat correctly. 
If the rig has to be removed for transport, the 
process becomes very tedious. The R C Laser 
has an un-stayed spar. The only adjustment is 
the outhaul on a single sail. There is a choice 
of three different size rigs for varying wind 
conditions. The “A” rig is for winds 0-8 kts, 
“B” for 5-15 kts and “C” with a shorter spar 
for 15-30kts. It takes five minutes after 
removing the boat from its custom nylon 
carrying bag, to be fully rigged and ready to 
sail. Many owners contemplate taking the 
Laser in its bag aboard their cruising boats.  
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As of February 1, 2009, there are eleven boats 
in the Manchester fleet. The proud owners are, 
Ranny Barton, Frank Bradley, John Bradley, 
Andy Creighton, Sam Creighton, Sandy 
Dickson, Tom Johnson, William Kiley, John 
Newhall, Ambia Smith, and Tom Walker. We 
will have an organizational meeting later in the 
spring, decide where and when to sail and set 
up a schedule of events. Anyone interested is 
welcome to join with us in sailing and informal 
racing.
