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VICE COMMODOREõS NOTES 
 
Staff Begins Work and Resurfaces Float 
 
With spring upon us, the staff began work back at 
the MYC on March 16th.  It takes considerable 
work to get the club ready each spring: storm 
shutters come off, floats and the gangway get put 
back in position, boats get painted and launched, 
and the flag pole goes back up.  All this and other 
work has to be done for the Commissioning 
Chowder on May 9th.  Well before that, the club 
actually kicks into service with weekend launch 
service starting on April 17 and weekday launch 
service on April 26th. 
 
One spring project is already complete.  You may 
recall that a year ago two new floats were built to 
replace some of our most aged and well used 
floats.  This year, our own staff re-decked one of 
the other large outside floats.  This particular 
float, upon inspection, showed that the major 
timbers and supports were in good shape, but the 
decking planks were well past their prime.  
Therefore, this float has been resurfaced with new 
synthetic material which lasts longer than wood 
and requires almost no maintenance.  This 
material also does not leave splinters or as much 
dirt when folding a sail on the dock. 
 
As the season progresses, we will be undertaking 
other improvements all aimed at keeping our 
facility and waterfront in the best condition for 
our on the water activities.
